I believe his drive to escape stems from anxiety when I leave, even though I am low key about it and don’t make a production at all. As far as I know, most of the time when Wolf leaves the yard he goes across the street to my neighbor’s house and jumps INTO his yard to play with his dog. My latest solution had been a 30-foot leader that gives him run of most of the yard (he can’t quite reach the fence in any direction). Last week (only a couple hours after a midday 20 minute bike ride) said neighbor was walking by with his dog and Wolf somehow snapped the leader (a steel cable!) and jumped the fence.

Time frame for Re-homing: Soon. Not exactly ASAP, he is temporarily staying with someone where he is safe and comfortable. But it isn’t permanent.
